The CBRA board meeting is closed to the public. Only the official representative of each biosphere reserve may attend. The CBRA general meeting is open to anyone interested in attending. 

Plenaries will feature 7- to 10-minute presentations by selected biosphere reserves and/or proposed biosphere reserves (as assigned on the attached schedule). These presentations will focus on the highlights of the BRs’ written reports. A copy of the written report can be given to the registration desk at the time of registration and will be displayed on a board in the RLBR Research and Education Centre for the duration of the weekend.

Workshops will be lead by a facilitator and will focus on learning new skills. Workshops will run concurrently. Some workshops will be offered more than once.

Poster displays are more than welcome on topics regarding research, projects and programs of biosphere reserves. For example, RLBR will be displaying a poster about Hafford Central School (a UNESCO Associated School) and the organization Students All For the Earth. Please make sure the poster is clearly labelled with the author’s name and contact information, so that people can follow up. Posters on heavy board (aka Bristol board) would be much appreciated as with the doors open in the centre, it can be quite windy.
